You will need a 15mm socket and ratchet to do the install.
If you have painted fuel rail cover protect them during install

Start by removing the factory bolt. It's not an adjustment bolt
S0 no need to worry.

Insert the bolt into the new alternator cover

Reinstall the new cover maklng sure that the extension
flap rests on top of the (not inside) stock bracket but under
the fuel rail cover '




Tighten the bolt securely while holding the cover in place.
you may need to bend the tab slightly to sit against the
stock bracket. After the bolt is secured stand back and
See if the cover is parallel to the alternator. If adjustments
are needed grasp the cover with a hand on each side and
push left or right to straighten but do not lift while doing this

Remove white film. You will notice some adhesive residue
along the very outer edge. Remove it using lacquer thinner
or acetone on a paper towel giving it a quick wipe. NO NOT
WIPE THE ENTIRE COVER WITH THE SOLVENT.
